Read Psalm 89 and think
about God’s promise to David. (verses 1-4, verses 33-37)

4. Read Isaiah 60:1-3 and think about Christ bringing light
to the dark places of this world: whether they are nations,
cities, people, institutions, rulers, etc.

Application & Prayer:

5. The light that Christ brings into our lives is new every
morning. What area of darkness or “shadow of death” are
you walking through right now? Pray that God would give
you the light and hope of Christ- that his grace would be
sufficient for you one day at a time.
