3:7-12    Jesus’ popularity, power, and authority 

 

 In the face of popularity, Jesus withdraws. 

 
 In the face of opposition, Jesus confronts & 

silences. 
 
 

3:13-19  Jesus appoints the twelve disciples 
 

1. “That they might be with him.” 

 

 

          2.  “That they might be sent to preach the good 

news.” 
 

 
          3.  “That they would have authority to confront 
evil.” 

 
 

              4.  “That they would be unified around Christ’s 

mission, despite their diversity.”
